Expressions of Interest sought to teach on Kilkenny Campus, First Year programme
The Faculties of Arts, Celtic Studies & Philosophy and Social Sciences, are offering students on the Kilkenny Campus of Maynooth University the opportunity to complete the 1st year of their degree in Kilkenny. On completion of same students will transfer to the main Maynooth Campus to complete their studies. 

The Department of Sociology will be providing a full teaching programme on the Kilkenny campus in 2014-2015 (subject to sufficient enrolment numbers).  We are seeking expressions of interest to provide the following:

Semester 1: SO103K The Irish Sociological Imagination (24 hours lecturing over 12 weeks plus one office hour per week).  
Semester 2: SO104K   Global Society (24 hours lecturing over 12 weeks plus one office hour per week). 

The modules taught in Kilkenny will follow the same format and mirror the content of the similarly coded modules taught on the campus at Maynooth University as far as is practicable.  Students at Kilkenny will sit the same examination as students at Maynooth University.  
SO103 The Irish Sociological Imagination module will this year focus on culture and everyday life, including sections on media, technology and sport. 

SO104  Global Society examines the interpretations that have been used to explain our increasingly globalizing world; the differential impact of global changes that have reinforced inequalities and generated new divisions and the ways in which global changes have generated different experiences, dynamics and challenges.    

Please note that the modules will be timetabled on Mon 10:15 -11:15 and 1:00-2:00 pm.  The office hour can be scheduled on the same day. 

The successful candidates will have to:

· Liaise closely with the First Year lecturing team at Maynooth University on the content of the module to be taught

· Engage in a style of teaching suitable for a relatively small group of students 

· Follow the curriculum sufficiently closely so that students will be adequately prepared for assessment.
· Be available to communicate with and support students enrolled on the Kilkenny programme on a weekly basis throughout the semester. 
Expressions of interest should be made in the form of a one page curriculum vitae and a covering letter indicating which module you would like to teach and outlining your lecturing/teaching  experience and academic expertise.
