Second Year German

The goals of the Second-Year programme in German are twofold:

1. The programme concentrates on developing and enhancing the German language skills gained in First Year with a view to preparing students for the Year Abroad.

2. It aims to broaden and deepen students’ understanding of the culture of the German-speaking countries by giving them the opportunity to focus on those areas of language, history, and literature that they are particularly interested in.
With these goals in mind, the programme is divided into (a) compulsory modules and (b) optional modules.

(a) Core Modules: The core modules are the basic components of the Second-Year programme.
· Language: The language courses GN281 and GN282 are compulsory for all students of German. Students have 4 hours of targeted language instruction per week. These classes further develop key skills in German (reading, writing, listening and speaking) to enable more complex oral and written production and increased grammatical accuracy. Students are taught in small groups to allow maximum participation and skills development. Learning will be examined through continuous assessment, and oral and written examinations. 
(b) Optional Modules: Each student can also tailor his/her programme to suit his/her preferences by choosing from a number of optional courses. The number of options depends on which programme he/she is registered for:
· BA students choose four options, two in each semester.

· BA European Studies students choose two options, one in each semester.

· BA (Minor) students choose two options, one in each semester.

· BA students are also permitted to take 5 ECTS credits (i.e. one elective module) per year outside of German Studies
