Hitler’s Europe, 1939-1945 (A)


Module Content
This module is the first part of a year-long examination of the European continent during the Second World War. Its focus is on Nazi plans for the future of Europe once a German military victory had been secured. As such it considers the often contradictory political, economic and racial aims of the Nazis and how they proposed to bring them to fruition. Special attention is paid to the origins and implementation of the Final Solution and its relationship with the course of the war. It is recommended that students also sign up for HY 315 in the second semester.

 

Module Aim and Objectives:

Aim: 

· To acquire a deeper understanding of the nature of Nazi plans for the future of Europe, enabling students to discuss this period with greater certainty and clarity.
Objectives:

· To familiarize students with the historiography of the period 1939-1945, including that of the Final Solution;
· To deepen students’ ability to engage critically with key primary and secondary sources relating to a crucial period of contemporary European history;
· To stimulate and reward students’ willingness to participate in class discussion 
Module Structure:

This module will be seminar-based, with an emphasis on the reading, and discussion, of primary documents and key secondary texts.
	Form of assessment

Assessment is based on a mix of continuous assessment practices, including class participation [10%], a five-minute oral presentation on a primary source [10%], a 1,000-word written response to a number of wartime propaganda films [20%], and a 3,000-word essay [60%]. MILITARY HISTORY (methodologies and contexts): 

“RUSSIA AT WAR, 1939-45”


Module overview 
This module will examine the military history of a chosen time/place/period and will explore relevant case studies in support of this. Students will engage with military history methodologies and will explore the causes, conduct and impact of war and conflict within the relevant context. In the 2022-23 academic year, this course will focus on “Russia at War, 1939-45”. It will discuss the Red Army at war from the Khalkhin Gol campaign of 1939, through the course of the “Great Patriotic War” and up to the final campaign against Japan in 1945. Key topics will include:
· The purges of the 1930s and the state of the Red Army in 1939

· The relationship between Stalin and his military leaders

· There will be discussion of key battles and campaigns (Barbarossa, Stalingrad, Kursk etc)

· The developing alliances with Britain and the USA

· The role of Soviet women in the war

· Conditions on the Home Front
· The Partisan campaign
· Issues of legacy and commemoration 
· Modern perceptions of the “Great Patriotic War”.

AMERICAN HISTORY ELECTIVE (A)


Module Content

This module offers an introduction to the cultural history of the United States (including aspects of colonial American and Indigenous history).  It will employ a seminar format, with in-depth discussions of primary sources including art and visual culture, literary texts, music, and other works, as well as explorations of online repositories for primary sources.  We will also examine current secondary literature (primarily journal articles), both in history and, because of the interdisciplinary nature of the subject matter, in related disciplines such as literature, history of art, musicology, American Studies, and/or anthropology.  The module will take a chronological approach, but we will also consider various themes.  Students must come to class meetings having completed the assigned readings and other exercises, and participate fully in these discussions.

	Module title:

THE IRISH COUNTRY HOUSE: RISE AND CONSOLIDATION, C.1720-1845


Module content:

This module begins by providing an in-depth examination of the reasons for the construction of Irish country houses from the beginning of the Georgian era. It introduces students to various architectural styles, the architectural evolution of houses over time, the development of demesnes and planned landscapes, and estate towns.  
It then focuses on estate management, the role of land agents and others, the annual running and upkeep of country houses, estate income and expenditure. It then moves on to look at these houses as centres of power from which emanated the political elite at local and national levels. Most particularly, it looks at the social life of the families who inhabited them, the leisured lifestyles they lived, education and marriage, sport and entertainment. Also, it examines life downstairs, what it was like to have been a servant in a country house or an estate worker.

Students will be familiarised with the primary sources which are available for the study of all these aspects of big house and landed estate life in Ireland, how to locate them and how to assess their strengths and weaknesses.
At the end of this module students should have an in-depth understanding of Irish country houses and their histories; be able appreciate the social, economic, political, and cultural contexts which gave rise to their construction and consolidation; be able to identify primary sources relevant to the study of individual houses and families; and be able to analyse and critically assess primary and secondary historical sources and present cogent, coherent arguments.

TOWNS IN MEDIEVAL IRELAND


Module content  
Ireland has a very significant urban tradition stretching back well over a millennium. The earliest stages of town development can be traced at a few of the larger early medieval monastic sites such as Armagh and Kildare. A new wave of urban growth was instigated by Scandinavian settlers – several of Ireland’s largest towns and cities were founded primarily as trading ports at strategic locations by the Vikings in the ninth and tenth centuries. The arrival of the Anglo-Normans in the second half of the twelfth century initiated another crucial phase of urban generation, with more than fifty towns being founded. A further stage of town creation was the plantation era of the late sixteenth and early seventeenth centuries. Through archaeological, documentary and other sources, this module will trace the development of urban Ireland from the early medieval period through to the seventeenth century.
Module aim
The main aim of this module is to familiarise students with the tradition of town life in medieval Ireland. Upon successful completion of the module, students will
( be familiar with the origins and main phases of town development in Ireland;

( be aware of the range of sources available for the study of Ireland’s historic towns;

( be able to recognise various surviving medieval components in the modern streetscape;

( have a good idea of what daily life was like in a medieval Irish town.

Module content

In line with a recent ‘transnational turn’ and an incipient ‘global turn’ in studies of fascism, this module addresses interwar fascism as a European phenomenon, as well as its global entanglements. The module will move beyond the typical case study approach to explore the transnational nature of interwar fascism as an ideology and set of practices. We will adopt instead a thematic approach, covering topics such as the origins of fascism, its relationship to modernity, its attitude to gender, its engagement with colonialism, its genocidal drive, as well as fascism’s mutations after the Second World War and its relationship to the contemporary far and extreme right. Such a thematic approach ensures that, while covering in detail Fascist Italy and Nazi Germany, as well as Imperial Japan, the module will devote equal attention to non-state fascist movements, avoiding their dismissal as ‘minor’ or ‘peripheral’. The transnational approach to an ultra-nationalist ideology allows for a broader understanding of the interplay between the national and the international in politics more generally.

AFRICAN LIVES IN BRITAIN AND IRELAND, C. 1550-2018


Overview
This module will explore the history of Africans and African communities in Britain and Ireland from the sixteenth century to the second half of the twentieth century. Combining contextual discussion with a case study approach, it will explore the lives of individual Africans or people of African ancestry, setting them in their particular historical and social circumstances. In so doing it will highlight the ways in which Britain and Ireland were, from a very early point, bound into wider global processes of exploitation and exchange and will examine the ways in which 'big' historical processes and dynamics - slavery, empire, migration and decolonization - are experienced at the level of individual lives. Themes explored will vary from year to year, but might include the African presence in Tudor Britain; runaways and black loyalist refugees in the late eighteenth century; visual depictions of Britain’s black community; and the Windrush generation and the politics of race in modern Britain. Extensive use will be made of primary source material and a willingness to contribute to in-class discussion is essential.

Module Aim

Upon completing this module, you will have explored the lives of a number of Africans or people of African ancestry whose experiences shed light on important events and processes in British and Irish history. You will develop an understanding of the scale and significance of the African presence in Britain and Ireland and you will engage with a range of primary source material and a fascinating body of historiography. More broadly, you will develop your research and writing skills through the completion of written assignments and your presentation and communication skills through your contributions to in-class discussion.

FIRE FROM HEAVEN: THE RISE OF MACEDONIA & ALEXANDER THE GREAT


Overview as per Course Finder, August 2022
	
	To explore the historical facts and literary constructions concerning Philip II and Alexander the Great.

This module explores the extraordinary careers of the Macedonian kings Philip II and, to a greater extent, his son Alexander the Great. It examines their rise to power, and attempts to explain the reasons for their military successes, by which in a short space of time Philip had conquered the Greek world and, Alexander, subsequently, moved the boundaries of that Greek world eastwards to the borders of India. Though Alexander's life met a premature end, the consequences of his conquests were far-reaching both politically and culturally, as various local cultures blended with the Greek; analysis of the nature and significance of these changes is central to the investigation.
